Vehicles and Activities to Use with Various Audiences

Below are examples we came up with in the brief time we had for our brainstorm activity. These are in no way a complete list of suggested activities. Consider segmenting your audiences—who really needs to hear your message? That will help you to come up with appropriate vehicles for those groups. And remember, the best way to find out how to reach a particular audience is to ask someone from that audience!

Parent’s Night—offer food, and babysitters. Host a panel Q and A session

Immunization Exclusion (October to April)

“Parent Night Out” –
offer babysitting in exchange for 15 minutes of presentation on school-based health center

“Be there” – brochures/information, display boards, newsletters, Friday take home packets, electronic billboards, PTA club, all school-wide meetings
