Barriers to Partnerships and proposed solutions:
Teachers are Stressed

· Use internet site

· Present CDC info to teachers

· Attend teacher staff meeting to tell what you can offer

· Post a sign-up sheet in the office  - list topics, times – present in staff meetings

· Incorporate health education into math/reading (hand washing – count fingers, novels – “make lemonade”)

· Newsletter  - SBHC

HIPPA/FERPA

· Staff meeting time to explain these laws

· Bring internal school people to HIPPA training (counselors, outreach coordinators, health assistants)

· Training for SBHC staff on FERPA

Misunderstanding SN and SBHC Roles

· Proactive meeting with school staff
· Handouts for families

· Develop flow charts for school staff

· Presentation to classrooms

· Assembly (beginning of the year)

· Open houses – health fair

· PTA meetings/school board

· Joint education sessions SN/SBHC

· Repeat repeat repeat
Time

· Funding for SBHC staff hours

· Use staff meeting time to cover ideas (non-agenda)

· Regular, brief health snippet at staff meetings

· Blogs, websites, email

· Stop by teachers rooms on inservice

· Newsletters – use data your SBHC is collecting, stories, student feedback, state reports, OHT data (ways to use data to drive curriculum development)

· Senior projects – benchmark

· Make your SBHC a CRLS preceptor

· Identify school administrative champion/support

· Build relationships, make yourself visible

CORE

· Toolkit – meant to increase internal/external partnerships between SBHCs and school community

· Internal: health teachers, admin, school nurses, counselors
