1.  A student who is paraplegic, has asthma , and with whom she worked on plans for his future; 
2. A runaway girl with multiple issues including sexual abuse, depression, and suicide risk; 
3. A student who had obesity and smoking issues coupled with a family history of cardiovascular disease; 
4. A young woman whose recurring headaches were possibly related to vision problems, and who might be eligible for free professional vision screening and eyeglasses; and
5. A young man who came in for a sports physical, and she found a cardiac murmur, so she referred him for further evaluation. 
“That was a good day,” she mused. And that is only one of 63 centers across the state!

As the cost of health care continues to rise in this country, centers like the school based health centers help to lower costs. By providing students with preventive care in the school based health centers, we help to lower the costs for further medical treatment, and expensive trips to emergency department.
